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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:
- The Dissertation: “Moral education in Vietnam family today” was conducted researching based on a theoretical foundation of Marxism - Leninism and idea of Ho Chi Minh, the views of the Party and the laws of the State of Vietnam on family and family education.

- On the basis of clarifying the theoretical issues, analyze the material, the author has conducted analysis and objective assessment of the situation and some of the problems posed for moral education in Vietnam's family today. Since then, the author has proposed some solutions primarily aimed at strengthening and improving the efficiency of moral education in families Vietnam today.

12. Practical applicability: 

The research results of the thesis contributes systematized, generalized theory and practice of moral education in families Vietnam today. The research results of the thesis can be references for parents in the moral education of children, service of teaching, research on family, family education at the educational institutions and training in Vietnam today.

13. Further research directions: 

In the next years, Vietnam family continues to stand before a lot of difficulties and challenges due to the reverse side of the market economy, international integration and the explosion of information technology caused. The degradation of morality and lifestyle of a children's department now has led parents have to review the role and their responsibilities in the moral education of children. If we do not overcome in time this phenomena, the Vietnam family will continue have to face many pressing ethical uncertainties arise in society and in their own families. So, theses Moral education in Vietnam family now needs to be research on many specific aspects and further investment in the subsequent work, as:

- Research on the content and methods of moral education in the family specifically associated with psychological and physical development of children. Research on the transformation of economic life, political, cultural, social, etc. has impacted strong to moral education in the family.

- Continue depth research on the development of principles and new moral standards in the conditions of market economy and international integration, help for parents who have the basis for value-oriented, right moral standards for their children.

- Focusing studied in depth solutions to improve the efficiency of moral education in Vietnam family today. Thereby contributing to strengthening and enhancing the role of family in moral education, formation and personality development for children in Vietnam today.
