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11. Summary of new findings of the Thesis:

First, the subject has generalized situation of health care in the initial base-line health of some countries in the world and the impact factor of primary health care. Given the similarities and differences in primary health care between Vietnam and some countries in the region
Second, has clarified the concept of public health services, community behavior knowledge in primary health care. Approaching sociological theories related to behavior and health care services.

Third, subjects were given the inadequacies of resources for health centers in providing health care services initially, people's demand for health services locally not meet demand of people.

Fourth, changes in the choice of health services according to the needs of people, helping managers with the data base necessary adjustments in order to improve the quality of life for people of reduced mortality, birth defects, deformities caused by infections, and help offload the hospital, people reduce the cost of treatment of common diseases, in the current context of the health sector is also experiencing very many difficulties in preventing the outbreak, non- communicable chronic diseases increase, causing economic consequences, and the growing.
12. Practical applicability, if any:

- Database to propose solutions to improve quality of service to the people especially in primary health care, care for pregnant women, children from birth to adolescence.
-The results of the thesis can be used as a document to serve the research, consult, teach medical sociology, applied sociology theories specifically to explain the problem social problems in the area of health and population.
