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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis

- This research is the first general and comprehensive about medicinal plants and indigenous knowledge on the use of medicinal plants of Tay, Nung, San Diu, San Chay and Dao ethnic in Thai Nguyen province with 745 species, 445 genera, 145 families, belonging to 5 phyla of vascular plants.

- For the first time provides data about medicinal plants have the potential exploitation, medicinal plants need protection and medicinal plants endemic to the province of Thai Nguyen served for conservation planning and reliable operators firmly in Thai Nguyen province.

- Adding new record of ability to treat stomach cancer of Ardisia gigantifolia - an important prerequisite for the study to develop stomach cancer drugs to serve the health care.

12. Paratical applicability, if any:

Database system, analyses and evaluations of the dissertation about the diversity of medicinal plants and the indigenous knowledge on the use of medicinal plants by ethnic minority communities in Thai Nguyen province will contribute to biological diversity and conserve the traditional experience of our ancestor. As well as policymakers give specific solutions about performing socioeconomic development goals, contributing to improving the incomes of the people ethnic minorities in Thai Nguyen province.
13. Further research directions, if any

- Based on research results on medicinal plants and indigenous knowledge of medicinal plants used by ethnic minorities in Thai Nguyen continued research and implementation of measures to conserve rare medicinal plants, endemic medicinal plants, which have high economic value.

- Based on the results of empirical research studies continue to develop stomach cancer drugs from Ardisia gigantifolia serving care the health community.
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
