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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:
- The thesis has codified theoretical basis and practical forms for public- private partnership (PPP), then describes and analyzes the strengths and weaknesses, opportunities and challenges, in which the PPP model faces in providing environmental services in urban areas.
- Through the analysis of the PPP implementation in the world, the author has solidified 10 lessons learned for Vietnam.
- Forecast of the market for urban water and solid waste collection and treatment.
- Assessment of the investment environment for PPP in Vietnam, through the development of investment environmental indicators in the form of PPP (PPP Infarscope) for Vietnam, as well as identification, classification area of ​​the "bottleneck" and “gaps” in related mechanisms as a basis to propose solutions in promoting the supply of urban environmental services in Vietnam according to PPP model.
12. Practical applicability:
- The thesis continues to be a reference document for policy makers in the process of developing and amending the legislation such as:
+ The documents guiding Decree No. 15/2015/ND-CP, dated 14/2/2015 of the Government on investment in the form of public-private partnership (PPP).
+ The legal text in order to mobilize resources investing in building supply systems, sewerage and solid waste treatment under Decision No. 1196/QD-TTg dated 23/7/2014 of the Prime Minister;
-  Reference material for management, as well as for private investors to consult and plan their investments in the future.
13. Further research directions:
Need to continue research PPP for other environmental services that thesis has not touched, such as green infrastructure, the services for natural resources protection, air and noise treatment, environmental technology transfer services and other services.
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
