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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:
- Thesis give a theoretical basis for the improvement of international law on the use of atomic energy for peaceful purposes.
- The thesis outlined and analyzed the systematic review of legal documents of international, foreign law on the use of atomic energy for peaceful purposes.
- The thesis analyzes the status clearly the law of Vietnam and international use of atomic energy for peaceful purposes, a comprehensive analysis of the advantages and limitations of the current status of the legal provisions related with practical application; from proposing orientations, complete solution of atomic energy law of Vietnam and joining international treaties on nuclear energy in order to continue building and perfecting this mechanism.
- The thesis proposed direction, proposing specific solutions to help   complete atomic energy law of Vietnam.

 Thesis contributes to the construction and effective implementation of  international law on the use of Atomic energy for peaceful purposes in    Vietnam and propose constructive solutions perfecting international law and Vietnam on the use of atomic energy for peaceful purposes.
