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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:

- To indicate the characteristics of cultural landscapes and natural landscapes in the system of landscape classification impacted by urbanization in Son Tay - Ba Vi region.

- To propose the space for eco-social development in Son Tay - Ba Vi region such as reservation of forest and urban center and 
tourist belts, agricultural and rural areas in eight landscape sub-regions.

12. Paratical applicability, if any: The result of thesis is scientific basis for administrators making suitable decisions of sustainable development in Son Tay – Ba Vi region in accordance with the socio-economical development plan of Hanoi capital.
13. Further research directions, if any: To improve classification system and principle to create natural and cultural landscape maps. 
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
