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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis::

- Brief of History of the Four Noble Truth in the context of ancient Indian thought and the birth of Buddhist philosophy

- Analyzing content of  Buddhist philosophical thought through the basic categories of the Four Noble Truths

-Finding out the philosophical sense - the religion of the Four Noble Truths of Buddhism in general and Buddhism in Vietnam today

12. Practical applicability: The thesis can be used as reference for the study and teaching of Buddhism in general and of philosophical thought - the religion of Buddhism in particular in and outside the country. Also the thesis can be used as reference for the management of religious institutions in general and Buddhism in particular in Vietnam.

13. Further research directions:

- Essential content philosophical thought through the Four Noble Truths of Buddhism from Philosophical approach - religion.

- Clarifying some basic content of modern philosophy contained in the Four Noble Truths of Buddhism.

- Evaluate the significance of philosophical thought through the Four Noble Truths of Buddhism, for historical development of Buddhism in general or for the development of particular Buddhist sects.

- Studying the effects of philosophical thought in the Four Noble Truths of Buddhism on the spiritual life of the people of Vietnam in the context of the innovation in our country today.
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
