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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis

- In the Vietnamese science of criminal procedure, there have not been any full and comprehensive researches on re-opening procedures at all levels. This Dissertation is the first direct and systematic study of this subject in the Vietnamese criminal procedure both theoretically and practically. 


- The Dissertation improves scientific backgrounds to confirm the fact of stipulating reopening procedure which is necessary to ensure fairly and objective case to resolve, guarantee human rights, law-governed State in Vietnam, satisfying the demand of judicial reform.


- The Dissertation clarifies the features of re-opening procedures and demand of right-approach method as to this procedure in criminal procedure of law-governed State as well. Distinguishing re-opening procedures from appellate and cassation procedures in order to give solutions on criminal procedures appropriate to the demand of judicial reform. The Dissertation also analyzes grounds to protest according to reopening procedures which are newly discovered circumstances that may substantially change the contents of such legally valid judgments or decisions but were unknown to the courts when they issued such judgments or decisions, distinguishing these grounds to those of cassation procedures which are serious law violations detected in the handling of the case. The Dissertation gives the author’s points on separation or merger of the cassation and reopening procedures.

- The Dissertation makes contrast and comparison based on the criteria of law comparison on reopening procedures of criminal procedure law in jurisdictions which are typical for main law families in the world and in different models of criminal procedure. The Dissertation also clarifies similarities and differences, explaining these differences in socio-economic conditions, level of legal cultures in relations of each legal system to improve reopening procedures in the Vietnamese criminal procedure.

- The Dissertation evaluates the substantive law and practical application of the Vietnamese criminal procedure on reopening procedures; pointing out the causes of hindrances of application and demand of judicial reform as well as improving the criminal procedure in general and provisions on re-opening procedures in particular in their more strictness, objectiveness and fairness, which contribute to ensure human rights, enhance the effectiveness of fighting crimes; giving solutions of law improvement and enhancement of re-opening quality in Vietnam. 
12. Practical applicability, if any:

- The research results of the Dissertation, especially the scientific viewpoints on the definition, characteristics, legal grounds to protest according to the re-opening procedure adding to supplementing and improving the scientific theories of criminal procedure on re-opening procedures.

- The Dissertation’s research results, especially the scientific approaches to the analysis of the substantive laws, requirements and solutions to improve the law on reopening procedures, contributing practically to resolve concurrent issues which may arise in the process of making and implementing the criminal procedure law in Vietnam, in the Judicial Reform Strategy, in specifying the stipulations of the Constitution, establishing and improving the legal system, including the Vietnamese criminal procedure law in general, and the law on re-opening procedures in particular. The Dissertation is a pratical reference for scientific studies, lectures, as well as for establishing and implementing the Vietnamese criminal procedure law.
