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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:
- Thesis establishes identities of the era and personality in Lam Thi Mi Da, Phan Thi Thanh Nhan and Xuan Quynh’s poems.
- The thesis points out the unique characteristics in terms of the content of poetry by women of the generation of the Resistance War against America to Save the Nation: Images of country, images of nature, people, war through the view and emotions of female poets – they are both  passionate, powerful. 
- The thesis points out the art characteristics of poetry by women of the generation of the Resistance War against America to Save the Nation: the natural simple language, multiple icons, the flexible use of free and traditional verse, the combination of  the familiar space and time of memories with  time of life and fate.
12. Practical applicability, if any: To be a reference for undergraduate and graduate students to research Vietnamese literature in period 1945-1975
13. Further research directions, if any: Researching on female style in Vietnamese literature in period 1945-1975, comparison poetry by women of the generation of the Resistance War against America to Save the Nation to poetry by women in post war
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
