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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:

- The dissertation specifies the area where Thang Long-Hanoi’s village conventions were created, the issued date, origin of duplicates, and category on the basic of formative characteristics. It also determines the authenticity of the texts.

- The dissertation sketches the process and the change of village conventions, the reasons they created late as a historical phenomenon. 

- The dissertation clarifies the formative and content characteristics of the village conventions before 1945, their capacity of reflexing social life.

- The dissertation contributes to a better understanding on village conventions in Vietnam.

- The dissertation contributes important information to establish and practice for today convention in Vietnamese village.
