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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:


- In this thesis, the updated list of composition species of Ephemeroptera, Plecoptera and Trichoptera was provided in Hoang Lien National Park, Lao Cai province. The result showed a total of 131 species of 92 genera belonging to 34 families that were found in this area.


- 20 species and 1 family of Ephemeroptera were new record for Vietnamese fauna. Beside, 24 ephemeropteral species and 01 trichopteral species were new record for Hoang Lien National Park fauna.


- The providing new data about distribution of Ephemeroptera, Plecoptera and Tricoptera base on the character of stream flow, elevations, seasonal and stream orders.
12. Paratical applicability:

- Base on the results obtained, in this study was provided data about Ephemeroptera, Plecoptera and Tricoptera in Hoang Lien National Park, Lao Cai province and factors affecting our habitat, which proposed measures to protect the diversity of this group of organisms in the study area.

- The result of the research was scientific basis for further studies on Ephemeroptera, Plecoptera and Tricoptera in other areas of Vietnam
13. Further research directions:

- It should continue with the more study of taxonomy to identify specific scientific name of the species has not been identified.
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
