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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:

- The Thesis:“Business ethics in the socialist-oriented market economy in Vietnam" is researched on theoretical basis of Marxism – Leninism, Ho Chi Minh Ideology, opinion of Vietnamese Communist Party on entrepreneurs, business ethics.

 - On the basis of systemizing some theoretical issues on business ethics in the economies in general and business ethics in Vietnamese economy in particular, the author conducted a situational analysis of business ethics in Vietnamese socialist-oriented market economy and some other issues set forth. Since then, the author presented her opinions and measures to improve business ethics in Vietnam today.

  The research result of the thesis can serve as a basis for the researchers to build and perfect policy system business people today. Simultaneously, the research result of the thesis also makes reference to the research and teaching of such subjects as philosophy, ethics,.. in research and training facilities of social sciences and humanities, economics.
