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11. Summary of new findings of the thesis: 
- Firstly, put forward a number of findings to supplement and enrich the existing literature on the jurisdiction of the court in relation to international justice in Vietnam, in particular: 


+ The origin and historical development of the law with regard to the jurisdiction of the Vietnamese court in handling civil lawsuits with foreign elements


+ Theoretical discussion on the jurisdiction of the court in civil litigation in general and international civil litigation in particular


+ Current legal regulations on the jurisdiction of the Vietnamese court in handling civil lawsuits with foreign elements, the difficulty and insufficiency


+ Highlight the strengths and weaknesses and propose a number of solutions to better current laws on the jurisdiction of the Vietnamese court in handling civil lawsuits with foreign elements with the aim of maximizing the effectiveness of these laws in practical application

- Secondly, contribute to a certain extent to the solution of some theoretical and practical problems from a legal science’s perspective with the aim of aiding legislative activities; and during the research process, construct and promulgate new laws specialised in international justice for Vietnam in particular and codify the entire system of international justice in Vietnam in general.

- Thirdly, contribute to the improvement of technical efficiency of the People’s Court system, where the author is based and work handling civil lawsuits with foreign elements and legal science.

- Concurrently, the dissertation might be used in the teaching, study and research at Academies, Universities and other institutions specialised in legal training in Vietnam.
