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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:

12. Practical ability:

Thesis research results will be useful for reference and learning experience in organizing legitimate system as well as refer the logical value of decentralization theory in organizing the legitimate system of other countries. It also conducted the experience in building and completing the legitimate system in our country in the previous period in order to find appropriate solutions to renew the legitimate system and boost the construction activity and complete the legitimate system in our country nowadays. 

The result of this study is a reference source for the research institutions in renewing the legitimate system in our country, also for teaching and learning of political science, science and scientific management.
