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11. Summary of new findings of the thesis:

- The dissertation clarified question about the national reunification which was set out before and since the Genève Agreement (July - 1954). 

- The dissertation shed the light on the process of Ho Chi Minh in leading, directing and organizing people to struggle for the peace and the reunification of Vietnam from 1954 to 1960.

- The dissertation analyzed the process of Ho Chi Minh in leading, directing and organizing people to struggle for the peace and the reunification of Vietnam from 1961 to 1969.

- The dissertation clarified the process of Vietnamese Labour Party in inheritance the ideological and reunification will of Ho Chi Minh to continue the leading, organizing people to struggle to complete reunification from 1969 to 1975.

- The dissertation propounds all the comments, experiments, connections to other countries, and applying to the construction and protection to the peace, unity, independence, democracy, and the prosperity of Vietnam today.
