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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:
The thesis is the first comprehensive study of criminal liability for crimes of infringing upon the administrative management order, which is detailed by the following specific contents:
· The thesis has developed a scientific concept on the crimes of infringing upon the administrative management order and the concept of criminal liability for crimes of infringing upon the administrative management order with different approaches;
· The thesis has analyzed the basis of criminal liability for crimes of infringing upon the administrative management order with different approaches; clarified the forms of criminal liability for these crimes, especially penalties and judicial measures;

· The thesis has systematized the history and development of Vietnam's criminal law on criminal liability for crimes of infringing upon the administrative management order since the August Revolution in 1945 and drawn assessments;

· The thesis has studied and compared the provisions on crimes of infringing upon the administrative management order in penal laws of some countries around the world and drawn comments;

· The thesis has analyzed the trial practice and practical application of the provisions on criminal liability for crimes of infringing upon the administrative management order in our country in the 10-year period (2005-2014) to provide the basis for indicating its existence, limitations and the underlying causes.
12. The possibility of practical application:
- Through the research results, the thesis will contribute additional knowledge on the treasure of theories on crime and criminal liability in general, about the criminal liability for crimes of infringing upon the administrative management order in particular.
- The proposals for improving the law, meanwhile, are useful references for policy makers of our country in the process of continuing to improve, amend and supplement the Penal Code for criminal liability for crimes of infringing upon the administrative management order.
- From an objective and righteous assessment on provisions of criminal law on criminal liability for crimes of infringing upon the administrative management order and trial practice in the whole country during the 10-year period (2005 - 2014), the results of the thesis contribute to the trial practice, which helps soundly handle criminal cases and ensure correct treatment of people with correct crimes under correct provisions of the law, as well as determining crimes and penalties properly, contributing to the prevention of crimes of infringing upon the administrative management order.
- In addition, the thesis can be used as a reference for the study and teaching of legal science in general, criminal law science, criminology in particular and for the officials who are practically working at the law enforcement agencies in handling with crimes of infringing upon the administrative management order.
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
