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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:
The thesis is a comprehensive and systematic research about theoretical and practical issues concerning criminal responsibility of accomplice according to Vietnamese criminal law. It is the first monograph research in Vietnamese criminal law science regarding to penal resonsibility of accomplice, which is expressed as follows:
- The thesis analyses legal regulations and scientific theoretical viewpoints; hence, it unifies scientific views related to criminal responsibility of accomplice, incompleted accomplice and voluntary termination of unfinished crimes with regard to accomplice… 
- The thesis analyses and compares Vietnamese rules concerning accomplice’s penal responsibility with some foreign countries’ in the world that represent different tradition and international criminal law to assert the inheritance and achievable experiences while improving the criminal law on accomplices’ criminal liabilities; Brief history of foundation and development of Vietnam’s criminal legal norms on  since August Revolution of 1945 on the criminal liability of accomplices to draw comment and evaluation.
- By examining the practical application of rules, pointing out the limitations and shortcomings and the causes of the limitations, shortcomings. The thesis proposes a legislative model and solutions for improving the efficiency of applying the provisions of criminal law on criminal liability of accomplices. 

12. Practical applicability:


- The content and findings of the thesis can be used as reference document for criminal law improvement, in the practical application of law, in the work of teaching, studying on Vietnam’s educational institutions of criminal law and researching on criminal liability of accomplices.
- The thesis’s findings and recommendations have practical significance for the deployment and development the law on criminal law on criminal liability of accomplices as well as the improvement of the efficiency on application of the rules in practice. 
13. Further research directions:

-  Assess the practical results of the application of the legislative proposals and solutions for improving the effectiveness on criminal liability of accomplices as proposed in the thesis.

- Research, continue to improve the model for determining criminal liability of accomplices in Vietnam’s law…
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
