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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis

The thesis is the first scientific research in a comprehensive, intensive and systematic study on legal provisions on the law applicable to the international commercial contract in Vietnam.

- The thesis analyzes and clarifies the concept, legal nature and characteristics of the law applicable to the international commercial contract in Vietnam.

- The thesis analyzes and clarifies the status of the current legal provisions on the applicable law to the international commercial contract in Vietnam, comment on the irregularities, the gap of law in order to amendments and supplements to legal provisions in practice more efficiency.

- The thesis analyzes and comments the international contracts cases in disputes in Vietnamese’s tribunals and arbitrations, therefore recommends the solutions to improve and complete the legal provisions of the law applicable in the international commercial contract in Vietnam.
