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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:

- The thesis analyzes and clarifies the basic content of Hegel's conception of the state and civil society, especially the dialectical relationship between the state and civil society.

- The thesis has taken the objective and scientific evaluation and limitations of the value of Hegel's conception of the state and civil society, while giving some practical suggestions for building the law-governed state in Vietnam.
12. Practical applicability: 

The thesis can be used as a reference for teaching and research on Hegel's philosophy in Vietnam. In addition, the thesis also provide important sugesstions for  building the rule of law state in Vietnam.
13. Further research directions:

Continuing research on Hegel's philosophy in particular and the history of philosophy in general.
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
