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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis

This thesis has determined:

- The reality and development status of some morphological and physical characteristics; characteristics of circulatory, respiratory, nerve, and intellectual function of students in Kinh, Dao, H’mong ethnic group aged 6 to 17 in Yen Bai province. These data have not reported in any research over the past 20 years.

- Some morphological criteria have uneven development rate over different age groups of students during their development process. 

- The distribution by intellectual level of students in different ethnic groups shows that the ratio of students who have over average and excellent IQ level in H’mong group is higher than students in Kinh and Dao group.

- Some intellectual indices are in direct proportion.

12. Practical applicability, if any:

- The results of this thesis could provide additional data for research on biological characteristics of students. It also could be used as reference to suggest some solutions, which are appropriate for each different development period in order to enhance the morphological quality of different ethnic groups in Vietnam.

- The results of this thesis point out that the ratio of students who has over average and excellent IQ level in H’mong students is higher than in Kinh and Dao students. These are very useful data for education administration in creating proper learning environment to help students in minority ethnic groups develop their intellectual potential and remove the distance of education quality between students in minority ethnic groups and students in urban areas.

- Some intellectual indices are in relationship. This discovery could help teacher apply segmentation method and individual competency development method to the reality of teaching.

13. Further research directions, if any:

Further research needs to be developed to other minority groups in this area, may be vertically. Besides, it can be studied more deeply about the effect of natural factors, economical – social factors to biological characteristics of students.
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
