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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:
- From a philosophical point of view, namely, Dialectical materialism and Historical materialism, the dissertation has made contribution to the clarification of some concepts including Rural women in the Red River Delta, Cultural family and Building rurally cultural families in the Red River Delta, Rural women’s roles in the Red River Delta with respect to building cultural families. 
- Through analyzing and assessing the actual situation on rural women’s roles in the Red River Delta with respect to building cultural families as well as given problems, the dissertation has proposed basic viewpoints and major measures to promote rural women’s roles in the Red River Delta with respect to building cultural families in coming time.
12. Practical applicability:
The dissertation’s research results will contribute the supply of scientific  arguments to the Communist Party, the State, social and political organizations, especially party executive committee, local governments and associations in the Red River Delta to make decisions on guidelines and measures for promoting women’s roles in building cultural families in coming time. 
13. Further research directions:
Continuous research on roles of rural women in the Red River Delta in particular and rural women in general with respect to social and family building. 
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
