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11. Summary of the new findings of the dissertation
- The thesis has utilized the quantitative analysis to quantify qualitative information. The result was also processed with statistic data to illustrate the external impacts and level of interes of local inhabitants on various elements in the cultural life of Vietnamese people in the Northern Plain. 
- The research results have helped to identify more clearly the cultural characteristics of people in the Northern Plains. The research result can be used in research on cultural space of the Northern Plains by making use of folk literature materials in particular and  interdisciplinary approach of Area studies in general.
- The thesis has also discovered new points such as the impacts of the environment on family life, community life as well as personalities of people in the Northern Plains.
- The thesis not only presented cultural characteristics and personalities of Vietnamese people in the Northern Plains by statistic data but also pointed new findings such as the friendly attitude towards the nature environment or the romantic nature and fineness of the Vietnamese people in the Northern Plains, which were hardly mentioned when discussing laborious and poor farmers.
- The research results shown in the thesis have also facilitated a fuller and deeper acknowledgement of the nation’s “soft power”, helping to transform national values to international competitive advantages, which are of essential importance in the course of active and comprehensive integration with the world. 
12. Applicability:

The archives of the thesis can be utilized in the drafting of folk verses and proverbs e-dictionary on cultural space of Vietnamese people in the Northern Plains.
13. Further research directions:
- Fundamental study on theory, methodology and  research models on Area Studies for a sustainable development in different regions of Vietnam.
- Applied research on culture and development space to support policies making process, planing management leaders in different policies making locstion as well as different sectors.

- To implement both fundamental and intensified studies on history, culture, society and languistics of Vietnam by toward inter- disciplinary approaching in Vietnamese deltal area especially the Red River Delta.
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
