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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis

- Formating a theoretical basis on functional tourism zoning for community-based tourism development in the world heritage sites in Vietnam which includes purpose , principles,  methods, criteria,,  unit of functional zoning; 

- Establishing theoretical basis for assessing the conditions for community-based tourism development at  World Heritage sites (following functional subareas) in Viet Nam  by 5 criteria of zoning that are attractiveness, cultural spaces, local people's attitudes, accommodations and accessibility. 

- Thesis has clarified the potential and the current state of community-based tourism development in Halong Bay and Hoi An ancient town;

- The world natural heritage Ha Long Bay  consists  2 functional areas with 6 subareas. The world cultural heritage ancient town of Hoi An consists 4 functional subareas.
- Thesis proposes some solutions to develop community-based tourism in the Ha Long Bay and ancient town of Hoi An.
12. Paratical applicability, if any:

- The results of the thesis are an important scientific basis for planning and territorial organization for community-based tourism development at world heritage sites in Vietnam.

- The results of the thesis are good learning materials, reference material for PhD students, MA students and students in the fields of geography, environmental resource management, tourism (especially community-based tourism) as well as the management of world heritage.

13. Further research directions, if any:


- Developing conditions assessment of functional sub-areas for each product (type) of community-based tourism.
