I Kanazawa City

Kanazawa, the prefectural capital of Ishikawa, is one of the largest cities on the Sea of Japan side, with a population

of over 460,000. Untouched by the ravages of the war for over 400 years, it is known for all its greenery.

Kanazawa originated as a castle town of the Kaga clan, which was the second most rice-abundant fief following the
Edo shogunate, and is now trying to preserve its historical heritage such as temples, bukeyashiki (samurai houses),
and irrigation canals. As a result, citizens can relax throughout the year in the numerous parts of the city which still

preserves their Edo-era charm.

In the days of the Edo era, Kanazawa treasured learning and the arts; so
much so that it became known as the "Library of the Realms" for its
extensive collections of foreign and domestic books, and also for its
policies of giving privilege to artists and scholars. This cultural air
surrounds the city even now, with the traditional performing arts such
as Kaga Ho-sho No and Kaga manzai, and traditional crafts such as
Kaga yiizen silk-dyeing, Kutani pottery, gold and silver leaf, Japanese
lacquer ware, all of which are still being practiced. Steeped in Japanese

culture, Kanazawa is indeed a treasury of traditional arts.

Kanazawa University

Kanazawa University consists of the three colleges of "Human and Social Sciences", "Science and Engineering" and
"Medical, Pharmaceutical and Health Sciences", five graduate schools, and other organizations such as a Cancer
Research Institute.

It plays an important role as a core university that contributes to higher education and academic research on the
Japan Sea side of the country.

The enrollment is over 10,400 and students come not only from the Hokuriku prefectures of Ishikawa, Fukui, and
Toyama, but also from various other areas of the country. There are over 580 international students from 45 coun-
tries including Asian countries such as China, Korea, Indonesia, Vietnam, and other countries, who are studying in
pursuit of their goals.

In 2008, the eight faculties were assigned to three fields ; Human Society, Scientific Engineering and Medical, Phar-
maceutical and Healthcare, which include 16 disciplines. This reorganization gives students flexibility in selecting
courses. It is possible to study one discipline in depth to master a specialized topic, and also to take classes in a wide
range of disciplines to obtain a variety of knowledge.

Kanazawa University has its origin in the smallpox vaccination center of the Kaga Clan, which was established in
1862. With a tradition of student ambition and desire for self-improvement, which has remained unchanged for 150

years, Kanazawa University is steadily advancing as a forward-thinking research university of the coming age.
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Kanazawa University Student Exchange Program (KUSEP)

n Objectives

The Kanazawa University Student Exchange Program (KUSEP) is a special education program that provides Japa-
nese language courses, as well as courses in English on the state of affairs in Japan, Japanese culture, and other
various fields of specialty for international students from the institutions that have an exchange agreement with
Kanazawa University.

‘We hope that KUSEP students will deepen their understanding of Japan through this program, and engage in cultural
exchange among students from all over the world and from Kanazawa University. We also hope that the knowledge
acquired through this program will help the students to participate in the activities on the international arena.

In 2012, we started a special program called KUSEP-S&E for students in the fields of science and engineering,
which has a slightly different curriculum from the regular KUSEP program. This program has been run as the

Kanazawa University Student Exchange Program for Science and Technology (KUEST) since 2014.

B} Qualifications

Applicants to the KUSEP must satisfy the following four requirements.

(1) Students must be full-time undergraduate students who have completed their second year or full-time graduate
students in master courses, and must belong to one of the institutions that have an exchange agreement with
Kanazawa University (cf. page 50-57).

(2) Students should satisfy the requirements for applying to the JASSO Short-term Student Exchange Program
Scholarship (cf. page 45).

(3) Students should have enough English ability to understand lectures in English. In addition, it is advisable that
they have taken more than 100 hours of Japanese language instruction before coming to Japan to ensure a
smooth adjustment to life in Japan.

(4) Students should be healthy both mentally and physically.

n Acceptance Period and Duration

The basic length of the program is one academic year starting in October.

H Academic Calendar

(1) KUSEP academic year is divided into two semesters as follows:
Autumn semester: October 1 - March 31
Spring semester: April 1 - September 30
(2) Classes are held during the following periods:
Autumn semester: early-October - mid-February (16 weeks)
Spring semester: mid-April - early-August (16 weeks)
Most classes are offered as semester-long classes (16 weeks), while others are offered as quarter-long classes
(8 weeks.)
(3) There are no classes on Saturdays, Sundays and national holidays, and during the winter, spring and summer

vacations.
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n Curriculum and Requirements

KUSEP is composed of compulsory Japanese courses and elective courses including independent research.
Students must take the compulsory Japanese courses (20 credits) and at least 5 elective courses (10 credits) for
a total of 30 credits per year.

In principle, students are required to obtain 15 credits or more per semester.

Further details concerning course registration will be announced at the KUSEP orientation scheduled at the begin-
ning of the semester.

As an elective course, students can take part in specialized research under the guidance of a specialist in a
particular field of study. 2 credits from one research subject per semester, and up to a total of 4 credits per year,

If students with excellent Japanese proficiency levels desire to, they will be allowed to take courses offered
throughout the university.

n Transcript and Credit Transfer

University.

n Certificate of Completion

In principle, students who obtain a total of 30 or more credits a year are awarded a completion certificate.

B} Tuition

Tuition waiver is applicable for students from the institutions that have concluded an agreement on mutual tuition

waiver with Kanazawa University according to the number of students specified in the agreement.

Other students are obliged to pay tuition of JPY 14,800 yen per credit. Tuition might be revised in the future.

# Law and Society in Japan @ 2 credits; weekly (Joint Class)

@ HIGASHIKAWA Kaoji (Faculty of Law, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

This class is designed to introduce foreign students to comparative analysis of system of judiciary, legal education, and so on.
Students learn about some of the unique aspects of legal ideas, legal history and legal system of Japan. Topics include : struc-
ture of Japanese law, the constitution of Japan, judicial system in Japan, Japanese national character, attitude toward lawsuits,
apology in Japan, legal education and Japanese lawyers, death penalty in Japan, and Japan's lay judge system (Saiban-in
system).

& Comparative Politics @ 2 credits; weekly (Joint Class)

@ BEATON Andrew (Faculty of Law, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

The course examines the key features of established democratic states while introducing important concepts and theories useful
for comparative analysis. Specifically, students analyze the distinct and common features of 5 democratic states (the United
Kingdom, France, Germany, Japan and United States.) in order to understand each country's political system, political and
economic development, political organization, etc., from a comparative perspective.

@ Japanese Politics & Diplomacy @ 2 credits; weekly (Joint Class)

# BEATON Andrew (Faculty of Law, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

The course provides a broad historical overview of Japanese politics and postwar diplomacy. In looking at Japan's foreign
policy, the primary focus is on US-Japanese relations and Japan's foreign relations with its powerful Asian neighbors. At the
same time, to understand the dynamics of change in Japanese domestic politics and to gain insight into the challenges
confronting contemporary Japan, the course traces Japan's path of political development from the time of the Second World
War to the present.

@ Japanese History @ 2 credits; weekly (Joint Class)
@ YAMAMOTO Hiroshi (International Student Center)

This course surveys the development of civilization in Japan from ancient times before written history through modern times.
This course is designed to provide for students an appreciation of the fundamentals shaping Japanese culture and civilization.
The major goal of this course is to give students broad knowledge and fundamentals of Japanese history. Students who
complete the course successfully should be able to assimilate new information and studies related to Japan. Additionally,
students should have realized the character of their own culture significantly.

@ Global Environment and Its Dynamics E @ 2 credits; weekly (Joint Class)

@ TSUKAWAKI Shinji (Institute of Nature and Environmental Technology)

In order to understand the dynamics of the global environment and temporo-spatial changes to the global environment at
various scales, this course provides a basic knowledge of plate tectonics and related geological phenomena such as earth-
quakes, tsunamis and volcanic eruptions. Topics related to natural resources and climatic changes, which have become urgent
issues for the Earth's environment, will be explained in the course. The evolutionary history of Homo sapiens will be offered to
help students grasp the nature and characteristics of a creature which has taken control of the present Earth's surface biosphere.
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€ American / British Environmental Thought E @ 2 credits; weekly (Joint Class)

@ YUKI Masami (Faculty of Letters, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

This seminar aims to (1) familiarize students with the history and development of environmental thoughts and practices and (2)
to develop students' critical perspective from which to consider the present environmental situation in Japan, the United States,
the United Kingdom, and beyond. By reading and discussing a wide range of writings on human relationships with the environ-
ment, this course intends to help expand and deepen students' environmental literacy and critical thinking on issues of the
environment.

@ Major Global Issues and Challenges @ 2 credits; weekly (Joint Class)

@ FOX Senan (Faculty of Letters, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

This seminar will focus on some of the major global issues and challenges of the twenty-first century. Topics include Human
Rights, Terrorism, the United Nations, Racism and Discrimination, Globalization, Women's Rights, The Rights of Children,
Workers' Rights, Genocide, Global Poverty, the Causes and Consequences of Conflict, and Environmental Issues. Students
who complete one semester in this class and choose to continue to a second semester can then proceed to study some of the
world's most important post-Cold War security issues via area, region and country-focused seminars. At the end of the course,
students should have a sound knowledge of a selected number of some of the world's most important issues and challenges and
their influence on present day international relations.

@ International Relations E @ 1 credit; weekly Quarter 3 (Joint Class)

@ NAKANO Ryoko (Faculty of Low, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

In the increasingly interdependent, multipolar international society, how shall we understand international relations and how to
deal with global challenges? This course introduces various theories of international relations and explores the relevance and
applicability of those theories and concepts to the major issues of world politics today.

@ International Relations E @ 1 credit; weekly Quarter 4 (Joint Class)

@ NAKANO Ryoko (Faculty of Low, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

In the increasingly interdependent, multipolar international society, how shall we understand international relations and how to
deal with global challenges? This course introduces various theories of international relations and explores the relevance and
applicability of those theories and concepts to the major issues of world politics today.

@ Lecture on Japanese Linguistics B @ 2 credits; weekly (Joint Class)

& TAKAYAMA Tomoaki (Faculty of Letters, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

We deal with the issues on the historical phonology of the Japanese language. Old Japanese has its own sound system strik-
ingly different from what we observe in Modern Japanese. Actually, according to the historical materials, we can find what
sound changes occurred and how the pronunciations changed from the past to the present. In our class, students are provided
with chances to deal with the materials in order to discuss how we can reconstruct Old Japanese.

@ Japanese Language Structure B1 @ 1 credit; weekly Quarter 3 (Joint Class)

@ KATO Kazuo (Faculty of Letters, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

Teach the basic knowledge of Japanese characteristics, mainly overviewing in modern Japanese, required for teaching Japanese
as a foreign language. To learn about grammar, mainly in modern Japanese, for a basic knowledge of Japanese necessary for
teaching Japanese as a second language and a deepened understanding and interest in Japanese.
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@ Japanese Language Structure B2 @ 1 credit; weekly Quarter 4 (Joint Class)

@ KATO Kazuo (Faculty of Letters, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

Teach the basic knowledge of Japanese characteristics, mainly overviewing in modern Japanese, required for teaching Japanese
as a foreign language. To learn about characters and voice, mainly in modern Japanese, for a basic knowledge of Japanese
necessary for teaching Japanese as a second language and a deepened understanding and interest in Japanese.

@ Vocabulary and Meaning of Japanese 1 @ 1 credit; weekly Quarter 3 (Joint Class)

@ KATO Kazuo (Faculty of Letters, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

Students will try analyzing the synonyms and synonym phrases of Japanese. The first three classes will be a check of the basic
method for semantic analysis, after that each student will pick a combination of specific synonyms, analyze the meaning and
usage, and give a speech on the results followed by a discussion.

Modern China faces several problems, both internally and externally. This course will focus upon some of the major problems
and try to put them into a historical perspective that leads students to a deeper understanding of Chinese society. Students are
expected to read several English materials and engage in discussion.

@ African Origin People's Music and Modern World @ 2 credits; weekly (Joint Class)

@ KASUYA Yiichi (Faculty of Letters, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

The class provides an overview of musical cultures of African origin people (mainly French speaking), and through these
cultures, an understanding of present state of world. Japanese is mainly used in class ; explanations in English are supplied as

necessary.

@ Japanese Culture through the Way of Tea @ 2 credits; biweekly
@ FUKAGAWA Miho (International Student Center)

This course will provide you with the opportunity to learn about Japanese traditional culture through the tea ceremony.
Students will study and experience traditional aspects of Japanese culture through the tea ceremony and deepen their under-
standing of the Japanese way of thinking and the Japanese aesthetic.

4 Ohi Pottery : Clay and Fire @ 2credits; biweekly
@ BITTMANN Heiko (International Student Center)

The "Way of Tea" (chado) contains all that is related to the life of the Japanese. Foods, clothing, houses and manners, including
the aesthetic sense of the Japanese, are shown as pure forms. In this course, students will make tea bowls by hands, which is
traditional method of Ohi Pottery. At the same time, students appreciate the form and color of tea bowls in art museums. All
students will participate in a tea ceremony at the end of the course. Through these activities, students will deepen their under-
standing of Japanese culture.

@ Japanese Society and Traditional Culture I @ 2 credits; biweekly
® YAMAMOTO Hiroshi (International Student Center)

The 'hands-on' experiences in Japanese traditional arts and crafts will provide students with an opportunity to time-slip to a
purely Japanese world, where traditional rules and customs have been strictly maintained for many centuries. Additionally,
through lectures by specialists in areas such as Japanese lifestyles, mass media, corporations, economy, education, and so on,
students will acquire an overall view of Japanese society and economy. Students will also visit various places, such as compa-
nies, factories, and museums.

@ Education in Japan @ 2 credits; biweekly
@ SAIKI Mariko (International Student Center)

This course provides students with opportunities to learn about the educational system of contemporary Japan, its background
factors, and its future objectives. Students will deepen their understanding of the educational goals of contemporary Japan
through individual research as well as through visits to a kindergarten and schools in the city.
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@ Budo-Karatedo I @ 2 credits; weekly

But, in fact, up until the Edo period the Japanese were sloppy
about time, and it was a major issue in the modernization of Japanese after the Meiji Restoration.

In this course, we will learn about the recognition of time in Japan. We shall study how the ancient calendar system came to
Japan from China, and how the Japanese changed it. Students are also expected to talk about their own culture's recognition of
time, and discuss common points and differences.

@ Sustainability and Well-being @ 2 credits; biweekly

#® MAMMADOVA Aida (International Student Center)

The aim of this course is to introduce the students about the Mount Hakusan UNESCO Biosphere Reserve, and experience the
traditional lifestyle of the local people, as well as learn about the regional issues and about regional development.
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4 Communication Business @ 2credits; weekly

@ SUZUKI Shin, MATSUDA Makiko (International Student Center)

This course will provide an opportunity for students to think about "product".
The instructor, Shin Suzuki is a photographer, who is also active in social work in his home of Fukushima.

In this course, the instructor will invite creators and artists who are active both inside and outside Kanazawa as guest speakers.
The instructor will discuss with guest speakers the "products” that are truly required in future society beyond "consumption".

@ Nursing Care for Elderly People in Japan @ 2 credits; biweekly
@ KOJIMA Soichi (International Student Center)

Japanese society is currently becoming an aging society. It is a major social issue now, and in particular, care for aged people
is causing many serious problems.

In this course, we visit nursing care facilities for aged people, and carry out some activities with them. For international
students, it will be a valuable opportunity to be able to come in contact with the elderly Japanese and talk with them in Japa-
nese, which may be different from Japanese in the textbooks. Students rarely have such opportunities at university.

@ Survey and Training Seminar on Japanese Culture and Society @ 2 credits; weekly

@ MINE Masashi (International Student Center)

The aims of this course are: (1) to learn basics of research and (2) to actually conduct a research of their chosen topic working
together with Japanese students and finally to give a presentation of the research.

@ Japanese Language and Society # 2 credits; weekly

@ ITO Daisuke (International Student Center)

This course examines Japanese culture and society by paying special attention to Japanese words and phrases. Using a socio-
logical perspective as a lens, this course 1) develops better understanding of Japanese culture and society, 2) assists to grasp the
relationships between Japanese words and phrases and their cultural/social implications, 3) develops cultural sensitivity
through cross-cultural/national analyses, and 4) improves critical thinking skills.

@ Self-analysis with art therapy 2 @ 1credit; weekly Quarter3
@ TSUTSUMI Atsurd (International Student Center)

This class offers the opportunities for students to learn the process of self-analysis and have better understanding of themselves
and aims at developing their future career with the applied methods of art therapy.

@ Food and photography in art @ 1 credit; weekly Quarter3
@ OSHITA Hiroki, TSUTSUMI Atsurd (International Student Center)

Kanazawa has historically been inheriting Japanese traditional culture on food and develop their original food culture, there-
fore it is regarded as an art. This class aims to learn food in Kanazawa as a culture and an art. In addition, we study basic
methods of photography for inheritance of the food culture for future generations.

4 United Nations Studies @ 1 credit; weekly Quarter3
@ TSUTSUMI Atsuro (International Student Center)

In the globalized world, United Nations has critical roles to keep and promote peace and security, development as well as
human rights. This class offers an opportunity for students to learn main functions, roles and tasks of United Nations and its
sister agencies with the perspectives of their decision-making process and the sustainable development goals.
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Spring Semester (Apr. 2019 - Sept. 2019)

(Elective)

@ An Introduction to the Modern Japanese Culture and Society # 1 credit; weekly (Quarter 1) (Joint Class)

# TODOROKI Makoto (Faculty of Human Sciences, Institute of Human and Social Sciences) and others

Japan has experienced vast social change after the World War II, the result of which forms the basic ground of the contempo-
rary Japanese culture and society. This lecture will present the analyses of the change in various domains such as economy,
politics, family system, poverty problem and religion to grasp the back ground on which modern Japanese culture and society
stand. The lecture will be given in Japanese, with handouts in English.

& Japan Law News Project @ 2 credits; weekly (Joint Class)

® HIGASHIKAWA Kaji (Faculty of Low, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

The main purpose of this course is to provide opportunities to work with Japanese students for making presentations on recent
legal or cultural topics in Japan. Topics include offensive material regulations, gender equality, and the criminal justice system,
and constitutional law issues. Students may add their interests to the list. At the end of this course, students will submit a paper
on their chosen topic, which will be compiled and be published as the Japan Law News 2019.

# A History of International Politics (Oriental) @ 2 credits; weekly (Joint Class)

@ FOX Senan (Faculty of Letters, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

The aims of this course are as follows :

* to enable students to gain a sound knowledge of several important East Asia-centered case studies that have influenced the
history of global international politics.

* to help students identify the main international forces that have shaped and influenced history and politics in East Asia.

At the end of the course, students should be able to display their knowledge of, and opinions, about one chosen topic in an
essay assignment (and of all the course topics via weekly homework assignments).

We deal with the basic knowledge and methodology of phonetics and phonology of the Japanese language. Main objectives are
to describe speech sounds, to carry out phonemic analysis, and to comprehend the sound system of Japanese and the main
issues on the phonetics and phonology. International students will be expected to compare Japanese with their own language
from the linguistic (especially, phonological) viewpoint in our class room.

@ Japanese Language Structure A1 @ 1 credit; weekly Quarter 1 (Joint Class)

@ KATO Kazuo (Faculty of Letters, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

Teach the basic knowledge of Japanese characteristics, mainly overviewing in modern Japanese, required for teaching Japanese
as a foreign language. To learn about vocabulary, mainly in modern Japanese, for a basic knowledge of Japanese necessary for
teaching Japanese as a second language and a deepened understanding and interest in Japanese.

@ Japanese Language Structure A2 @ 1 credit; weekly Quarter 2 (Joint Class)

@ KATO Kazuo (Faculty of Letters, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

Teach the basic knowledge of Japanese characteristics, mainly overviewing in modern Japanese, required for teaching Japanese
as a foreign language. To learn about grammar, mainly in modern Japanese, for a basic knowledge of Japanese necessary for
teaching Japanese as a second language and a deepened understanding and interest in Japanese.

@ Population Geography of Japan @ 2 credits; weekly (Joint Class)

@ KAMIYA Hiroo (Faculty of Human Sciences, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

In the first half lectures of the course, basic profile of Japanese population is outlined, including birth, death, domestic migra-
tion, marriage, child bearing, and Japanese government policies against the low fertility rate and the ageing. In the latter half,
focus is placed on international migration in the East Asian countries, including labor migration, student migration, and
marriage migration.

Gain a basic knowledge of Japanese voice and phonology, and recognize the importance of language (Japanese) speech under-
standing in Japanese education. Understand the importance of voice in language education and deepen one's understanding of
Japanese voice from the perspective of Japanese as a foreign language. Be able to pick out representative sounds from different
countries, including Japan.

@ Introduction to European Life E @ 2 credits; weekly (Joint Class)

¢ RANDHAGE Sabine (Faculty of Letters, Institute of Human and Social Sciences)

The main objective of this course is to give an introduction to life and culture in Europe. Just like Asia, Europe is comprised
of several countries with their own distinct cultures and ways of life. The course aims at giving an overview of some aspects of
these cultures, including family life and marriage, religions and worldviews, and education.

Understanding the various ideas of European culture should also help students reflect on their own cultural ideas and ideals.

@ Seminar on Cultural Anthropology A @ 1 credit; weekly Quarter 2

the Sword by Ruth Benedict (1946). Students can read either in English or in Japanese translation.

@ Japanese Traditional Performing Arts and Music @ 2 credits; biweekly

¢ FUKAGAWA Miho (International Student Center)

This course will provide you with the opportunity to learn about Japanese traditional culture through Noh, which is one of the
traditional Japanese performing arts and music. In class, students will be able to learn about Noh and traditional Japanese
music, and attend an actual performance. In this way, students will be able to deepen their understanding of Japanese culture.

@ Traditional Arts & Crafts and their Techniques @ 2 credits; biweekly

4 YAMAMOTO Hiroshi (International Student Center)

The 'hands-on' experiences in Japanese traditional arts and crafts will provide students with an opportunity to time-slip to a
purely Japanese world, where traditional rules and customs have been strictly maintained for many centuries. Additionally,
through lectures by specialists in areas such as Japanese lifestyles, mass media, corporations, economy, education, and so on,
students will acquire an overall view of Japanese society and economy.

Recently, the Japanese word “Omotenashi” is gaining popularity, and the spirit of hospitality in the Japanese service industry
has a global reputation. In this course, we visit Japanese-style restaurants, nursery schools, and nursing care facilities for aged
people. Students are expected to learn the business style of these facilities, and the professional techniques of Japanese warm
hospitality, which they cannot normally see.

@ Survey and Training Seminar on Japanese Culture and Society @ 2 credits; weekly

@ MINE Masashi (International Student Center)

The aims of this course are: (1) to learn basics of research and (2) to actually conduct a research of their chosen topic working
together with Japanese students and finally to give a presentation of the research.

@ Sociology of Food and Eating @ 2 credits; weekly

@ ITO Daisuke (International Student Center)

Food and eating is part of our everyday lives. Yet, few carefully consider its social meaning and the relationships to other
social institutions (e.g., culture, law, economy, gender, family). This course examines 1) how culture, economy, politics, and
policy influence what we eat, 2) why some people eat certain foods (e.g., organic), whereas others cannot access those foods or
are hungry, and 3) what food and eating mean to different people and in Japanese society. While this course explores general
ideas in sociology of food, special focus will be on Japan/Japanese food.

@ Intercultural Debates : On Controversial Social Issues @ 2 credits; weekly

@ |ITO Daisuke (International Student Center)

Students will participate in several debates concerning current social issues existing in Japan and all over the world. Debate
groups consist of students from different countries and backgrounds. They exchange opinions, prepare for a debate and make
a case for their positions in an in-class debate (could be the positions they oppose). Through preparations and in-class debates,
students develop cultural sensitivity and critical thinking skills.

& Self-analysis with art therapy 1 @ 1 credit; weekly Quarter 1
@ TSUTSUMI Atsurd (International Student Center)

This class offers the opportunities for students to analyze themselves with the basic methods of art therapy and aims that
students learn the process of self-analysis and have better understanding of themselves.
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@ Incense in Japanese culture @ 1 credit; weekly Quarter 2
@ NISHIGIWA Joyo, TSUTSUMI Atsurd (International Student Center)

Incense ceremony is one of the three major Japanese traditional ceremonies. This class consists of academic lectures and prac-
tical experiences for incense in Japanese culture and aims that student learns Japanese sensitivity and sense of beauty.

@ Entertainment English @ 1 credit; weekly Quarter 2
@ TSUTSUMI Atsurd (International Student Center)

Entertainment is regarded as an important social resource for our life. Therefore, this class examines comparison between
original languages and translated languages (English and Japanese) in entertainment works to discuss social backgrounds of
respective culture for the translation.

n Notification of Acceptance

Kanazawa University will notify the applicants of their acceptance to KUSEP in April 2018 through their home

institutions.

Immigration Procedures

In order to enter Japan, a passport and the proper type of visa are necessary. KUSEP students need to obtain a
"college student" visa. Kanazawa University advises them to apply for this visa with a "Certificate of Eligibility",
for which Kanazawa University applies to Japanese immigration authorities. Kanazawa University will send the
certificate to the students as soon as it is issued. Then students can apply for a "college student" visa at the Japa-

nese embassy or consulate. Students are also required to present the certificate when they enter Japan.
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Japan Student Services Organization (JASSO) Scholarship Program

The Monbukagakusho (MEXT) supports the JASSO scholarship program for short-term exchange students to promote

student exchange with foreign universities.Participants for KUSEP will be paid monthly stipends, if accepted as a
JASSO scholarship grantee.

It is not permitted to apply to both Kanazawa University and another university in Japan for this scholarship program.

Institutions Requirement

Application Requirements

JASSO applicants must be full-time students (undergraduate or graduate) at one of the partner institutions of
Kanazawa University, and must fulfill the following requirements.

(2) Students with commendable academic performance and personal character

Kanazawa University will notify the applicants (through their host institutions) of the selection result for the

JASSO scholarship along with the acceptance decision.

There is a possibility that students are not selected to receive the scholarship even if they have been accepted to
KUSEP. If students intend to participate in the program without the JASSO scholarship, they will be required to
provide a financial certification which proves that they will be able to support themselves during their period of
study in Japan.

Also, please be advised that the living expenses in Kanazawa would be at least JPY 80,000 per a month.
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Campus Life

n Tutors

Kanazawa University provides tutors to ensure that both study and daily life goes smoothly for international

students. Japanese tutors will provide a range of support to international students in KUSEP to suit their indi-
vidual needs.

n Housing

Kanazawa University provides accommodations for international students. Basically KUSEP student will be allo-

cated to them.

n Dining and Shopping

There are cafeterias on campus where students can eat at a cheaper price than the restaurants off campus. There
is also a university bookstore on campus which carries books, textbooks, magazines, stationery and daily

commodities.

n Health Care

The Health Service Center at Kanazawa University provides health care services for students. It carries out
medical check-up for students in October for international students who start their study at the university in
October.

A doctor on duty at the Health Service Center provides first-aid treatment and counseling as needed.

u National Health Insurance

Exchange students are obliged to join the National Health Insurance. Carriers of this insurance receive financial
support for treatment of injury or illness received at hospitals and clinics. They need to pay only 30% of the total
medical cost. A monthly premium of approximately JPY 1,500 is required.
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n Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research

All KUSEP students are required to join the Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research.
This insurance helps students deal with physical injuries arising from unexpected accidents during their educa-

tional and research activities. It costs JPY 1,000 per year.

Liability Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research

All KUSEP Students are required to join the Liability Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research. It
costs JPY 340 per year. This insurance covers compensation for damages caused during regular curricular activi-

ties, school events, extracurricular activities and commuting to and from any of these.

Extracurricular Activities

In order to pursue a well-rounded student life, it is important for students to take part in extracurricular activities
in addition to their academic studies. At present, Kanazawa University has 42 cultural associations and 41 sports

clubs. International students are welcome to join a wide range of sports and cultural associations.

Some international students take advantage of associations in which they practice traditional Japanese arts such as
the tea ceremony, koto (Japanese harp), shakuhachi (Japanese bamboo flute), and utai (chanting of no texts). Prac-
ticing traditional Japanese arts in this way will help students understand Japanese culture better. Other interna-

tional students become a belt/grade-holder in traditional Japanese martial arts such as jiidd, karatedo and kyido.

Part-time Jobs

If a student wishes to do a part-time job to obtain funds to support him/herself, they must obtain permission from

the immigration office. With permission, students can work up to 28 hours per week.

International Exchange Associations

There are several student associations which promote international exchange among students. The aim of these
voluntary associations is to promote and maintain friendship between international students and Japanese
students. The members of such associations help international students learn Japanese, organize on and off

campus activities and plan extracurricular activities.

Events for Cultural Exchange

In addition to the activities organized by Kanazawa University, there are cross-cultural events organized by
student associations or other international exchange associations in Ishikawa prefecture. These events provide
good opportunities for international students to understand Japan. Active participation in them is strongly

encouraged.

Organization of Global Affairs
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Short-term Student Exchange Programs
at Kanazawa University

Kanazawa University provides five types of short-term exchange programs for students enrolled in the
institutions that have an exchange agreement with Kanazawa University. These programs are non-degree
programs and offer the students an opportunity for study abroad, cross-cultural experience and practical
training in Japanese. Students take courses or participate in independent research under the guidance of
an academic supervisor for the period of six months to one year.

Outline of these four programs are as follows.

Program A: Kanazawa University Student Exchange Program (KUSEP)

KUSEP is a short-term program which offers Japanese language classes, as well as classes lectured in
English on Japanese culture and affairs, and on major subjects. There is no restriction as to the student's
major field of study. Japanese courses are compulsory and there are 5 class meetings a week. The other
courses are elective. Students with excellent Japanese proficiency are allowed to join in classes for general
and professional education with Japanese students. For the student who hopes to concentrate on the study
of his or her specialized field, Program C and Program E are recommended.

Program B: Kanazawa University Japanese Language and Culture Program

This program provides international students with an opportunity to improve their proficiency in the Japa-
nese language and to deepen their understanding of Japanese culture and society. It consists of upper-inter-
mediate to advanced level Japanese language courses (5 lectures per week), cultural courses taking up not
only the present day Japanese society and culture, but also the rich traditional culture of Kanazawa (3
lectures per week), joint research project with the Japanese students (1 lecture per week) and a completion
research (1 lecture per week). It is a one year program conducted solely in Japanese which is designed for
especially the students majoring in the Japanese language or culture.

Program C: Kanazawa University Human and Social Sciences Short-term Exchange Program
Students who hope to concentrate on the study of the specialized field are admitted in one of the College
of Human and Social Sciences (undergraduate level) or Graduate School of Human and Socio-Environ-
mental Studies at Kanazawa University. They attend classes on the curriculum of Kanazawa University,
and/or study in their major fields at a graduate school. The students whose major are human and social
sciences are eligible. Since classes are lectured in Japanese, high proficiency in Japanese is required in
order to attend classes. However, if they wish to pursue their research in one of the graduate schools,
students can be instructed in English.

Program D: Kanazawa University Semester Program

The Semester Program is a half-year program with credit transfer. There are no restrictions regarding
students' majors at their home institutions. This program is based around courses on the Japanese
language, as well as Japanese culture and society. Five Japanese classes per week are compulsory, in addi-
tion to certain Japanese culture and society classes. In addition, depending on their proficiency in Japanese,
students are eligible to enroll in standard university courses, including both general education courses and
courses in various specialist fields of research.

Program E: Kanazawa University Student Exchange Program for Science and Technology (KUEST)
KUEST is a short-term program, offering research activity at a laboratory, Japanese language classes, as
well as classes lectured in English on major subjects and on Japanese culture. Students in natural science
such as environmental engineering, biology and civil engineering are eligible. Students will do their
research in a laboratory. Japanese classes and some of the other classes are compulsory.
